New Case — 21-015-NA 712 N. 9* Avenue Ricardo G. Martinez

CE Officer Bergens presented the case to Special Magistrate Dawson. Bergens stated she hand
delivered a letter to a person at the residence regarding the untagged vehicles. Bergens stated
she opened the case January 29, 2021. Bergens noted when the case was opened there were
two vehicles, now there was only one left. Special Magistrate Dawson gave until March 29, 2021
to become compliant and if not in compliance a fine of $100 a day shall be assessed until
brought into compliance.
